We are very careful concerning the maintenance of the separation between the
College and the College of Southern Idaho Foundation. With the exception of a few
checks written to the College in error, we do not write, transfer or endorse checks made
out to the College without the permission of the Board of Trustees.

The College of Southern Idaho received a donation of $14,042.52 from an
anonymous donor with the intent that the funds be deposited into an endowment in the
College of Southern Idaho Foundation. We also received a donation of $5,000 from a
second anonymous donor. These funds were received and receipted to the College in late
December of 2008. Due to the source of the funds and specific tax regulations, these
donations could not be made to or deposited directly into the Foundation.
